2011 Jewish Camp Scholarship Program

Camperships provided by the Jewish Federation of Peoria are provided through monies raised through the Federation annual campaign. This money is generously donated by members of our Peoria community. 

We offer partial camperships for overnight Jewish summer camps, available for Jewish children whose parents are members of the Peoria Jewish community. For the purposes of this application, membership is automatic to families making a donation to the Jewish Federation of Peoria annual campaign.  Camperships will be distributed in the following fashion:

1) First time Campership: If your child is attending camp for the first time, and is going for two weeks you may receive up to 50% of your cost of the camp, up to a maximum of $1,000.

2)  If your child is attending camp for three or more weeks you may receive up to 25% of your camp fees, with a maximum of $1,000 per camper per year.

We recommend that prior to applying for a Campership from the Jewish Federation of Peoria you check with your congregation and the camp for funding opportunities, and check the following website: www.onehappycamper.org. They offer a variety of scholarships for first and second year campers, as well as a link to the Midwest Interfaith Incentive Program and other scholarship funds. 

In return for a campership, each recipient will be asked to write a one-page essay about their camp experience to be published  in ChaiLights-the Jewish Federation of Peoria newsletter.  Each recipient and their families will be asked to give back to the community as a volunteer at their respective congregation or with the Federation

Jewish Federation Campership Requirements

The Jewish Federation of Peoria Camperships are for students to attend overnight Jewish summer camps (URJ affiliated, United Synagogue or other recognized Jewish camps)

All campership recipients are required to perform Jewish Communal Service as approved by the Jewish Federation of Peoria campership committee. At least 50% of the community service must be to the Jewish community; this can be service to or through the Jewish Federation, Congregation Anshai Emeth, Congregation Agudas Achim or Chabad of Peoria. We are asking campers to complete their service before they apply for a second scholarship. 

Students entering 5th grade must donate 5 hours of service

For each additional year of school please add one hour of service up to grade 10.

Students entering grade 10 and above will be required to perform 10 hours of community service.

The Talmud says, “Each Jew is responsible for each other.”  These camperships will help us instill the value of volunteerism in our children. 

“The idea of mutual Jewish responsibility ……..goes right to the heart - and perhaps to the soul - of the Jewish experience. It has played an immeasurable part in the struggle for Jewish survival over the generations. It is, moreover, an idea that has been analyzed and commented upon hundreds of times over the centuries, as a result of which it has penetrated to the core of the Jewish educational experience and the Jewish psyche…..”

Types of volunteer service includes:  Mitzvah Day,  assisting with the Federation’s Senior Programs, assisting with the Purim carnival, cooking/baking at the synagogues,  sending out Federation/synagogue mailings, babysitting at Federation events, etc………

**Both the student and a parent will be required to sign a form agreeing to the volunteering before receiving the award from the Federation.  The student and the parent will also be required to keep a record of the hours of service - # of hours, type of service, signatures.

**Failure to complete the volunteering requirement will preclude the student from receiving any further scholarships.
